Chris Gotcher knew early in life what he wanted to
do. He just didn't know he would be starting college
at the age of 14 and be teaching college students

at the age of 16.



Chris Gotcher credits his mom with reading to him every
day until he was old enough to do it himself. And he credits his
dad as being responsible for setting him apart from other
students by instilling in him a love of learning.

“As far back as I can remember, when we were off in the
summer, we’d spend about 30 minutes a day studying everything
from business to classic literature and art. These mini prep-
school classes were often while working outside on the farms
or visiting a museum or rockhounding and fossil hunting. Those
will always be great memories for me,” said Chris.

By the age of 12, Chris had learned enough to take the ACT
and scored a 22. The minimum ACT score to be accepted to
MSU at that time was 16. At 14 he took his first geology class
at MSU and became a full-time student at age 15. The next year
he was teaching laboratory classes.

Chris credits the great faculty of Midwestern with giving him
opportunties that would not have been available elsewhere to
someone so young.

“A world-class curriculum gave me the ability to compete with
graduates from Ivy League schools. I was given the chance to
teach geology labs where I prepared my own lectures and tests.
My professsors involved students with regional, national, and
international geological organizations. I received help financially
and will always be grateful for the generosity of the Gunn
family and the members of the North Texas Geological Society
and the Desk and Derrick Club. The cultural knowledge and
diversity I gained through classes outside my major granted
me the freedom to live comfortably anywhere,” explained Chris.

Chris graduated from MSU at the age of 19 with a Bachelor of
Science degree in geology in August 2006. He is currently
teaching at Baylor University while pursuing his Ph.D. in
paleoenvironmental reconstruction and paleosol studies
involving late Triassic dinosaurs and reptiles in the Petrified
Forest National Park in Arizona. He is also continuing to do
research on large Ice Age mammals and paleoenvironmental
conditions in Southwest Oklahoma.

His parents, Jim (°72) and Olga are reaping the rewards of
time well spent on a farm in Oklahoma. His father taught
him the importance of a liberal education through daily
segments of talking and teaching.

Dr. Ruth Morrow not only runs practiced fingers across piano keyboards to
produce her signature classical music, but she also runs marathons all over
the world. Between weekend commitments to the Wichita Falls Symphony
Orchestra, faculty recitals, guest appearances, teaching, and responsibilities
as chair of MSU’s music department, Morrow was finally able to complete
a goal of running at least one marathon in all 50 states when she ran in the
New Hampshire marathon in fall 2006.

Since the beginning of her new-found hobby in 1995, which quickly became
a way of life, mountainous terrain seems to be the dominant requisite in her
choice of challenges. “All my favorite marathons are in the middle of nowhere:
rural and hilly.” Her most memorable runs include some of the truly majestic
and imposing locations in the world: Volcano National Park in Kilauea, Crater
Lake National Park in Oregon, Nepali National Marathon which started at
Everest Base Camp (17,593 feet), Pikes Peak, the South American Inca Trail
at Machu Picchu, and the Mount Desert Island Marathon where she managed
to enjoy the peak leaf season while running from Bar Harbor, Maine, to the
opposite end of the island.

while I am in New Zealand this spring giving school
concerts of American music, which then leaves Africa
and Antarctica.”

Altitude sickness, hazardous terrain, unmarked trails,
and foreign languages, customs, and currency are not
the only challenges Morrow faces on her marathons in
distant places. With no support team, she handles every
aspect of the journeys herself, from travel
accommodations to research of the country and terrain
to supplies needed for the runs. “I have met many
wonderful people on the runs, and we share stories and
travel tips, etc.”

As a Fulbright scholar who studied in Austria, Morrow
experienced life in a foreign country early in her career,
which gave her a better understanding of different
cultures as well as an appreciation for her own country.
“I'love to cook, and I enjoy traveling to spread the good
word of classical music — especially in schools. When
I am able to combine music and running, life
is truly good. The rest of my time
usually goes to my cat,

First, through her extensive involvement
with the MSU music program, Betty has learned
how difficult it is for students to attend classes,
music labs, lessons, and practice sessions while trying
to work part-time jobs. She hopes these scholarships
will “help people who are willing to work hard
make a go of it.” Not only will the endowment
provide monetary assistance for students, but Betty
wishes to support their talent as well. Betty hopes
students receiving scholarships will be encouraged
to use and improve their talent and will share their
talent with the community.

Second, Betty understands the importance of estate
planning, She felt a responsibility to manage her
own estate. Her friends, family, and the community
have been very supportive of her, and Betty says,
“It is very important to establish a will in order to
give back some of that support.”

Betty would like to encourage others to make a list
of their assets and to take time to write down their
personal goals. “Be responsible stewards with your
money and talent,” she says.

Ed Harris’ retirement lasted just
about a month and a half. If you
are counting, yes, some vacations
last longer than Ed’s retirement.

Harris stepped down after 11
years as Director of Athletics at
West Texas A&M on Aug. 31,
2006, with full intentions of
kicking back and basking in the
glow of retirement and spoiling
his grandkids rotten.

His little dream lasted until Oct. 14 when he answered Dr. Jesse Rogers’ call to
come to Wichita Falls and serve at least as interim Athletic Director at Midwestern
State University.

Harris brings immediate solidity with regard to the MSU athletic department after 21
years of leadership at two of the strongest NCA A Division II schools in the nation. Prior
to working for West Texas A&M, he served 10 years as athletic director at Missouri
Western in St. Joseph, Mo.

He knows Wichita Falls and MSU well through direct competition with WTAMU in the
Lone Star Conference. And ironically, the Mustangs upended Missouri Western 28-26
during the 2006 playoffs in one of the most exciting football finishes in Division II history.

In May 2006 Harris was presented with the General Robert R. Neyland Award for his
outstanding achievements among athletic directors in the region. He is a strong advocate
of quality both in the classroom and on the playing field.

Numerous conference championships in all sports have been represented during his
tenure at West Texas, not to mention the number of all-Americans. Harris is also highly
regarded for his work with coaches, administration, fund-raising opportunities, promotions,
and community interests.

During the 2005-06 season at WT, the football program led the nation in average home
attendance with 13,089. The Buffaloes also established a Lone Star Conference single
game home attendance record by drawing 22,993 fans for its game against border rival
Eastern New Mexico.

Harris and his wife, Regina, have two sons — Kent and Brad. -

From football to volleyball to men’s and women’s soccer, the fall 2006
sports gave us a season to remember. In every sense of the word, the
Mustangs were winners.

Football finished 10-3, including a victory in the first round of the NCAA
Division Il championships. Men’s soccer was 18-2-2 after losing a shootout
heartbreaker to Fort Lewis, Colo., the defending national champion, in
the regional finals.

Women's soccer came in at 10-8-1, and volleyball was 16-14 for the
year. Even the school's newest competitive entries — cross country and
golf — had moments to build on.

FOOTDBATLL

For the first time since 1949, MSU posted
10 wins in football. The Mustangs (10-3)
were one of three teams to represent the
Lone Star Conference in the NCAA
Division II Championships, and Coach
Bill Maskill’s crew did not disappoint.

To make the playoffs MSU knocked off
touted Abilene Christian 46-30 on the
road. The Mustangs then followed up with
perhaps the most exciting come-from-
behind win in the school’s history.

On a balmy autumn Saturday afternoon West Texas A&M - the nation’s leader in
